For me, it sparked something.  Over the past year and a half, Tapt. has produced 2 successful productions: Voices: In Search of Truth, funded by the NEA as part of the Big Read, RI project and Short Cutz: Act 1 (Exploring Extremes) the first installment of what will be our signature original One Act series which played to a sold out house each night.  

It is our mission to create and produce new works that encourage a dialogue within the community and make available training affordable to inspired artists seeking opportunities for growth.  By creating a supportive and inspiring network of artists, we will give back to our peers and society as a whole.  TAPt. prides itself on the quality of its work and the environment we create.  Our truth:  Respect, Support, Inspire & Create.

TAPt. is the platform from which our artists jump, and dive into success.  By treating artists as professionals and creating the right environment our organization promotes change and responsibility.  We work to move artists forward, to grow, to get to off-Broadway, Broadway and beyond.  TAPt., taps the power of our passion and our core need: respect.  As the Artistic Director this is my passion and my dream as a performer, an artist and a human being. 
Evolution is the key to all success.   Support is how we have achieved it in each step.  In just 2 years our network of artists and outstanding talent has grown. We have a reputation of quality and respect.  To continue on this path we need your support.

Right now our efforts and focus are on the development of the 2010 Season including a full scale Developmental Retreat, resulting in 4 new works to be produced as a NYC Showcase, one full length production of an original script, a series of workshop readings and affordable acting classes.

The Retreat: We have partnered with Good Commons, a retreat center in Plymouth, VT to conduct a week long creative and ensemble building developmental retreat for 21 amazing artists. This will be a way to inspire creativity and give back to those whose talent we seek to invest. The week will result in 4 original short plays for production in a NYC Showcase.
Short Cutz – Act 2  - Act 2 of our signature theme based one act series. This production will be built from the pieces created during the retreat. The goal is a 2 week run in a reputable NYC theatre space.
The Full Length Production:  An original full length piece chosen via submission based on quality writing, current societal and humanitarian relevance and its impact.
Staged Readings: Original scripts with 2 rehearsals, a performance and audience talk back.
Affordable Acting Classes: Raising money to pay for class space allowing TAPt. to keep prices low giving our artists community the ability to develop their talents at a reasonable price.  Over time, classes will also provide a steady revenue stream for TAPt. operations.
We can only begin to explain the power of your support. With our Fractured Altas fiscal sponsorship the possibilities are now endless, but our capabilities and opportunities will be taken to the next level only with your help.  We guarantee a professional and nurturing environment that builds a solid foundation in the arts.  By producing quality work, we aspire to support paid working artists not promote starving ones.
